must	be	easily	identi3iable	in	all	pieces.

2-DIMENSIONAL & PHOTOGRAPHY
Work	shoud	be	no	larger	than	24-inches	
on	any	side	including	frame,	and	weigh	
no	more	than	10	lbs.		Unframed	paintings
on	canvas	are	required	to	be	Qinished	on	

all	sides	with	no	staples	showing.		
Wire	hangers	only,	with	ends	wrapped	for	safety.

(Please	no	sawtooth	hangers.)

3-DIMENSIONAL
Work	should	be	no	larger	than	

18”	wide	x	24”	high,	weigh	no	more	than
20lbs.,	and	must	have	a	stable	base	when

set	on	a	Qlat	surface.

ENTRY RULES
Artists	may	enter	up	to	two	(2)	pieces.
Identify	each	piece	on	the	back	with
artist’s	name,	contact	information,	title

and	price	of	artwork.	Artwork	must	hang	the
	entire	show.	Artwork	shown	in	previous	shows	
cannot	be	entered.		No	AI	(ArtiQicial	Intelligence)
